for attending the MPO meeting and wondered if the disseminated funds were included in the
current work program.

Mr. Richard Clarendon, MPO, expounded on MPO program priorities, referred to a letter in
background material, and answered queries on TBX next steps. Commissioner Beckner
would not support the item if the MPO Board did not have another opportunity to weigh in and
expectations were unmet. Ms. Hunt touched on FDOT collaboration and stated FDOT would
report back to the MPO Board in March or April 2016.

Subsequent to inquiring on the projects that would not be completed due to TBX funding
commitments, Councilwoman Montelione expressed concern with the lack of funds to address
safety issues and requested a map of the TBX project north of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.
Boulevard. Mr. Lopano reported planning dollars were available for the next fiscal year,
pledged to advocate for an increase of funds for the remainder of the work program, and asked
about restoring funds to specific projects identified as priorities. Mayor Chillura thanked
Chairman Miller for the MPO evening meeting/FDOT staff and desired having a better
communication process on projects. Subsequent to asking staff to keep the MPO Board
informed on project funding, Chairman Miller sought a motion to accept the MPO
recommendation of the letter going to FDOT on the issues the MPO had, which was in the
packet in the blue folder. Mr. Lopano so moved, seconded by Mr. Waggoner, and carried
fourteen to zero. (Commissioner Hagan was out of the room; Mayor Lott was absent.)

Ms. Alden detailed the item. After expressing gratitude to staff for looking at the east/west
corridors in the Brandon area and on bidirectional turn lanes in the Bloomingdale area,
Commissioner White moved approval of the item, seconded by Councilman
Maniscalco, and carried fourteen to zero. (Commissioner Hagan was out of the room;
Mayor Lott was absent.)

The Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC) shall be responsible for making
recommendations to the MPO, Hillsborough County, City of Tampa, City of Plant City,
City of Temple Terrace, the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection

Management District, and others, on matters concerning the planning, implementation
and maintenance of a comprehensive bikeway and pedestrian system. In addition,
the BPAC shall be responsible for studying and making recommendations concerning
the safety, security, and regulations pertaining to bicyclists and pedestrians. The
following individual has been recommended by the BPAC as an at-large member:

The Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) shall be responsible for providing
information and overall community values and needs into the transportation planning
program of the MPO; evaluating and proposing solutions from a citizens perspective
concerning alternative transportation proposals and critical issues; providing
knowledge gained through the CAC into local citizen group discussions and
meetings; and establishing comprehension and promoting credibility for the MPO
Program. The following individual has been nominated by the Hillsborough County
Aviation Authority for membership:

The Livable Roadways Committee (LRC) shall be responsible for integrating Livable
Roadways principles into the design and use of public rights-of-way and the major
road network throughout Hillsborough County. The LRC seeks to accomplish this
responsibility by: making recommendations to create a transportation system that
balances design and aesthetics with issues of roadway safety and function; ensuring
that public policy and decisions result in a transportation system that supports all
modes of transportation, with a special emphasis on pedestrian and bicycle
infrastructure and transit infrastructure and service; providing information and
assistance to the MPO, local governments and transportation agencies relating to the
mission of the Committee; and enhancing coordination among MPO member
agencies and public participation in the transportation planning process. The LRC
shall coordinate its actions with the appropriate representatives of the Florida
Department of Transportation. The following individual has been recommended by
the LRC as an alternate member representing neighborhoods:

The Job Access and Reverse Commute (JARC) program was
established to address the unique transportation challenges faced by
welfare recipients and low-income persons seeking to obtain and
maintain employment.

Dear Chairman Suarez,

The Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO), at the request of its
Transportation Disadvantaged Coordinating Board, asks for an update
from HART on the former FTA Section 5316 Job Access Reverse
Commute (JARC) program.

Changes in the last federal transportation bill, MAP-21, discontinued
Section 5316 and made JARC activities eligible under the Urbanized
Area Formula for Transit program (FTA Section 5307), which saw an
increase in funding of approximately 7% in fiscal year 2014.

Last fiscal year, the Sunshine Line provided 57,252 trips to persons with
disabilities and other transportation disadvantaged people who are
engaged in or actively seeking employment, utilizing some remaining
Section 5316 funds. These funds have been depleted. The MPO is
concerned that reorganization of the federal transit programs may have
a negative impact on our citizens who rely on the Sunshine Line for
transportation trips to job training and employment.

We look forward to working cooperatively with the HART board and
its staff toward a beneficial outcome for the residents of Hillsborough
County and the Tampa Bay region.

The MPO bylaws specify that at the December meeting, the members of the board
shall nominate one or more candidates to fill the Chair and Vice-Chair positions for
the coming year. Immediately following the close of nominations, the MPO shall vote
to fill each office, with the vote for each office being taken in the order in which
candidates for that office were nominated, until one is elected. New officers shall take
office immediately upon the conclusion of the election of officers. Officers shall be
voting members, and shall hold office for one year or until a successor is elected.

Duties of the Chair and Vice Chair: In addition to presiding at all regular and special
meetings of the MPO, the Chair represents the MPO at annual meetings of the TBARTA
MPO Chairs Coordinating Committee (CCC) and quarterly meetings of the Florida MPO
Advisory Council (MPOAC). The Vice Chair serves as an alternate.

Policy Committee Members — Any members of the MPO requesting to be made Policy
Committee members shall be so appointed by the MPO. The Policy Committee shall
be composed of at least five members of the MPO; an odd number of members is
preferred. The Policy Committee Chair and Vice Chair will be elected at the next Policy
Committee meeting. Committee meetings are typically monthly.

Tampa Bay TMA Leadership Group — Representing the Hillsborough, Pasco and
Pinellas MPOs, the TMA Leadership Group includes three members of each MPO board
as voting members. Elected members are preferred, but the group has not officially
adopted bylaws specifying this. Each MPO may also designate an alternate member.
The group meets five times per year.

Current TMA Leadership Group members from the Hillsborough MPO are
Commissioner Murman, Councilman Cohen and Councilwoman Montelione. Alternate
members are Commissioner Beckner and Mr. Paul Anderson. All may remain in those
positions without any further action, or other elected board members may be
appointed.

Advisory Committee Chairs: The MPO has the authority to appoint, and may solicit
and/or appoint at the December board meeting, the chairs of the following
committees of the MPO:

e Transportation Disadvantaged Coordinating Board Chair — By law, the TDCB chair
must be an elected official on the MPO. TDCB meetings are held every other
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month. Councilman Cohen currently serves as the Chair of the TDCB, and may
remain in that position without any further action, or another elected board
member can be appointed to this position.

e Livable Roadways Committee Chair — Councilwoman Montelione is the current
MPO appointee as Livable Roadways Committee Chair, and may remain in that
position without any further action or any other board member can be appointed
to this position. Committee meetings are monthly.
